DEAN OF STUDENT'S ADDRESS
“The most searching question that can be asked about a universi-
ty,” the philosopher Paul Blanshard writes in his book, The Uses of a
Liberal Education is “‘what sort of person does it produce?”” What sort
of person are you, the Touro graduate of 1982?
In the past decade, academicians and educators have engaged in
a tangled and inconclusive debate about the ends and means of

education. Proponents of career education have trumpeted the vir-

tues of curricula shaped by the flow charts of the corporate world.
Defenders of traditional liberal arts education have continued to sing
the praises of the general education model, particularly its merits in teaching us to think.

The Touro paradigm incorprates both stands. One the other hand, our career-orientated majors enable students
to gain specific training for the world of work. On the other hand, the humanities sequence is an exemplar of what
a liberal arts education is at its best. The Touro graduate should be more than a technician or a competent
professional. We believe, as James Russell Lowell said long ago, that the ideal of the college is “a man of culture,
a man of intellectual resources, a man of public spirit, @ man of refinement, with that good taste which is the
conscience of the mind and that conscience which is the good taste of the soul.” Yet, we have attempted to design
a curriculum and an educational environment that does not merely synthesize, but creates a unique model on the
landscape of American education.

While we have cultivated your critical faculties and honed your intellects, we have been even more concerned
with the development of an ethical and moral foundation for action. Life entails action, not merely contemplation,
and action demands that we make decisions and choose amongst competing goals and objectives. Decision-
making is governed by priorities and priorities in turn, are derived from one’s beliefs and hierarchy of values. Most
decisions, even about technical issues, harbor moral dilemmas, require that we make choices between right and
wrong, that we balance the public good and private satisfaction. We have trained you to search for and be
sensitive to the ethical, moral and hence ultimately, the human angle of any decision. However, this ethical
sensitivity alone will not do. We reject the value relativism that is the dominant ethos in so many academic
institutions. The Jewish Studies component of the curriculum has exposed you to a hierarchy of values which will
infuse your behavior and provide a compass to guide your decisions. Your scale of values is rooted in the eternal
verities of the Jewish tradition and heritage. These values establish criteria for making judicious and wise decisions.

Men are men before they are lawyers, or physicians or manufacturers,” wrote John Stuart Mill. Regardless of
your professional endeavors and future pathways in life, you, the men and women of the class of 1982 leave Touro
as individuals with a clear sense of direction, as citizens in quest of the public good, as people trained to think, to
feel for others, and to make decisions that are rationally sound and always ethically and morally correct.
