The Law Library is one of the principal resources of the
School. Its collection has expanded in a remarkably short
period of time to over 87,000 volumes and microform equiv-
alents. The Library is a research facility designed to
encourage and support teaching, study, and scholarly
research. The collection is composed of essential
reporters, statutes, legal periodicals and treatises. Through
the National Reporter System and other compilations, the
Library has the reported cases of all state and federal
courts, the sessions laws of all states, annotated federal
laws, and the federal official statutes-at-large. The British
collection offers a broad basic coverage of the statutory and
decisional law of the United Kingdom for historical and
comparative analysis, as well as for current law.

The Library currently subscribes to over 350 Anglo-
American law and law related journals. These subscriptions
represent a cross-section of contemporary legal scholar-
ship published by major law schools in the United States
and abroad and by professional associations. They include
specialized commercial journals.

Special collections and topical reporters and treatises
support the depth and range of interest of the law school
community in areas such as taxation, labor relations, con-
sumer protection, and international law. Among the
materials available in the library’s extensive microform
holdings are United States Supreme Court Records and
Briefs, selected legislative histories, Code of Federal
Regulations, Federal Register, Congressional materials,
and English Reporters. To strengthen its research capabil-
ity, the Library has added LEXIS computerized legal
research system.

Law Review

The first issue of The Law Review was published during the Spring of
1985. The Law Review is a compilation of scholarly articles, notes, and
comments about major topical issues of the law. Law Review articles
are exhaustively researched and annotated, and are designed to be
cited and used as references by practicing lawyers and by judges.
Although articles are usually written by professors of law or other
distinguished authorities, all editing is done by the student editors. In
addition, it is these students who write all of the comments, notes, and
some of the book reviews.

Appointment to the Law Review is a significant academic
achievement. Invitation to join the staff of the Review is usually given
after a student’s first year of study, and is based upon the student’s
class rank. There is also a writing competition administered by the
Review for those not invited on the basis of their academic performance
alone. Those who submit the best publishable quality articles will be
invited to join the Law Review Staff.

Lastly, the Law Review editorship is a unique experience, the
rewards of which continue long after formal law schooling ends. It
provides the opportunity to edit raw manuscripts into polished articles, a
detailed analytical exposure to areas of law, the chance to discuss
issues and influence the thinking of recognized authorities, and develop
writing and editing skills. All of these activities are recognized as
important by lawyers.
