To the Graduating Class of 1993, Touro College

The name ““Yankel Rosenbaum’’ is today a symbol of the times in which we live; times which regretfully are characterized
by an ever growing tide of Anti-Semitism, both here in the United States and abroad.

vankel was 29 years of age when he met his untimely death on the streets of New York at the hands of rioting bands
amidst the cries of “Kill the Jew! Kill the Jew!” in the early hours of the Crown Heights Pogrom in August 1991.

A research academic at the University of Melbourne in Australia, Yankel held a number of visiting professorial positions
around the world, and was in New York on a three year Australian Government scholarship to continue his research. He
could speak five languages, was articulate and extremely well read, equally at ease discussing in depth literature, the arts,
classical music or rock and roll. He was fit, energetic, agile and enjoyed sport. He founded and ran his own business.

Above all else, Yankel was a devout, uncompromising Orthodox Jew who kept meticulously to Torah traditions and values.
To all those who knew him, whether academically, socially or in business, Yankel stood out as a person with a sharp mind
and a very droll, dry wit, universally admired as a person of principle, always prepared to give of himself to whomever,
whenever and wherever he could.

Indeed, it was Yankel’s ability to treat all people with equality and equity, respect and compassion — to care, irrespective
of their background, education, race, creed or color, that made him stand out as a fine human being, whose humility and
modesty were the hallmarks of his character. Yankel could neither tolerate nor condone snobbery or arrogance. Elitism
and racism were repugnant to him, irrespective of the context in which they arose. Not only good to his family and always
there for his friends, it was his openness and realistic approach to life which left an indelible impression upon all who met
him.

Yankel had the skill to not only differentiate between right and wrong, good and bad, but to strive for that in which he
believed.

Yankel was not without fault and it was he who would be the first to admit to a never-ending desire to improve himself; to
make the person of today better than the person of yesterday, to make this world a better place.

“Don’t just talk, do it”” was Yankel's philosophy and he lived by his word. “Aim for the top, not mediocrity.” He did a lot and
achieved much.

Only three days before he was murdered, a friend who very much appreciated his depth of knowledge and eloquent

communication skills, remarked sincerely, “‘Yankel, one day you're going to be famous!” to which Yankel responded in a

serious tone “‘My interest is not fame. If, through my work | will awaken one Jew to the dangers of Anti-Semitism, then |

To each and every graduate, as you are confronted with the various challenges which life presents, remember Yankel
Rosenbaum — his nature, his character, his courage, his values and principles, his integrity and determination, his
strength of body and of soul.
